A message from West Midlands Police. 
This week is ASB Awareness Week, running from 30 June to 6 July – it’s a national campaign to fight anti-social behaviour and keep communities safe. 
The week highlights the impact that ASB has on victims and communities, raises awareness of the support available to victims, and promotes partnership working. 
In Sandwell, we are working hard to crack down on anti-social behaviour.
Over the summer months we receive more reports of illegal use of off-road bikes, quad bikes and scooters.
We have created a short video to explain the law around off-road bikes, the consequences if you are caught riding an off-road bike illegally and how to report any illegal activity.

Did you know?
1. You can only ride an off-road motorbike legally if it is on private land and you have the land owner's permission.

1. You must be 17 or over, hold a valid driving licence, have valid insurance, and wear correct safety equipment. Without this, it is illegal to ride an off-road bike on the road.

1. Under Section 59 Police Reform Act 2002, officers can seize vehicles which are being used illegally, including prohibited off-road use.

1. It is illegal to ride any motorbike in public open spaces such as parks, play areas and on pavements. If a rider is caught using any type of off-road bike or quad bike and is causing a nuisance to others then they are liable to prosecution and the vehicle will be seized.

1. The effect of dangerous or reckless use of a vehicle can lead to criminal damage of roads, other vehicles and surrounding property.

1. Drivers and riders also risk injuring themselves, other road users, cyclists and pedestrians as they do not have full control of their vehicle and their full attention on their surroundings.



What we’re doing about illegal off-road bikes and other illegal vehicles:
West Midlands Police have a specialist team of off-road motorcyclists who can enter public parks, paths, and wastelands to track down offenders. 
We are listening to the concerns of local residents and businesses. We have carried out numerous off-road bike operations across the West Midlands, and have seized multiple off-road bikes. We have also released a new information leaflet and warning posters asking the public to report illegal use of off-road bikes in their area.
We are also working with Sandwell Council to keep your local area safe. You can report a range of anti-social behaviour by reporting online or by calling 0121 368 1166
