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Welcome to Year 6 Ravens.

We all hope you had a lovely summer holiday and are ready for the new term. We
have lots of fun things planned to support our learning and we are excited to see all
the progress the children will make throughout the year.

Our topic this term will begin with World War 2 in History and move onto The Alps in
Geography. Both topics will allow the children to gain a great deal of knowledge using
a range of different skills during lessons.

In Maths, we will be ensuring that all our basic methods of addition, subtraction,
multiplication and division are secure; as well as developing our knowledge of place
value and fractions.

In Reading, we will be focusing on the book ‘Goodnight Mister Tom,” by Michelle
Magorian. The children will really enjoy this book as it is set during WW2 and follows
the life of an evacuee.

In English, we will begin the half term with a grammar focus. During the unit, we will
explore the short film 'Reverso’ from the Literacy Shed. The children will end the unit
by writing a character description using all the skills they have developed. We will
then move on to writing based on Letters from the Lighthouse, a text set during World
War 2, where the children will be able to use their imagination to create a narrative.

In Science, our new topic is light. This is an exciting topic where the children will learn
all about how light travels and will involve some practical lessons.

P.E

Our P.E. day this term is on Thursday. On this day, children should come to school
wearing their P.E. kit, which should be suitable for both indoor and outdoor lessons.
P.E. kits should consist of a white t-shirt, black shorts, leggings or joggers and trainers.
If your child does not have the correct P.E. kit, please speak to their class teacher or
Miss Gamwell.

Swimming will take place for all children on Fridays. Swimming is a compulsory lesson
in the Primary National Curriculum and an essential life skill; therefore, children must
attend weekly swimming lessons. Children will need to bring a one piece swimsuit
(girls) and swimming trunks or shorts (boys). If your child wears goggles, these can be
worn, but are not compulsory. Additional letters and consent forms will be sent out
containing exact details. Lessons will run across the Autumn and Spring term.

Homework

Your child will receive spellings, grammar or Maths homework every Friday. They
will also need to take home and return their reading book daily. Our weekly spelling
test will be carried out on a Friday. Every week, there are games on Spelling Shed
(accessed via Wonde) available for them to rehearse the week’s spelling rule. The
homework sheets provided will give them an additional opportunity to practise what
they have been learning throughout the week in lessons.

Please ensure that your child arrives
at school promptly at 8:45am.

Please send your child with a water
bottle every day.

If your child wears glasses, please
ensure that they are in school every
day.

Please ensure your child comes to
school in their P.E. kit on Thursdays
and brings their swimming kit on
Fridays.

If your child has an inhaler, this
needs to be in school every day.

If your child has a snack at
playtimes, this needs to be healthy
(toast, fruit, cereal bars).

Autumn Term Focus

Our focus this term is handwriting, presentation and times tables.

Each week, a child is chosen from each class to receive the handwriting and presentation
award. There will also be opportunities for children to gain their pen licence!

Children can log on to TT Rockstars to practise their times tables. We are able to keep
track of their progress through the teacher portal.
