Thank you for all your support during the year and supporting your child with all they do in school and the Sparrows Class. 
Thematic work.
This term our topic is History, looking at how explorers have changed the world. We will be encouraging the children to understand what makes explorers significant. The children will learn where explorers have travelled to in the world and the equipment or means of travel they used. In summer 2, the children will be exploring Shanghai, Asia identifying human and physical features and comparing this to where we live.
Spellings.
We will do our class spelling tests each week. Please practice these with the children at home and have a go at dot and dash using the phonics sounds. The children will have 10 spelling words to learn. Please continue to help your child to write and spell these applying phonic knowledge. 
Reading Books 
[image: ]We will continue to change the children’s books each week following their phonics lessons. We like to encourage a variety of reading opportunities to ensure the children have access to a variety of texts at school as well as in home. Throughout the week it is our aim to read with each child individually in addition to our phonics lessons. The children have access to the library ensuring they can choose a book and read for pleasure. The children also have access to the mobile library which will re-visit this term.


In addition to the reading books, your child will need to continue to learn their phonics sounds and high frequency words at home. It is important that you listen to your child read every day and sign their reading record book. Children can earn rewards for the amount times they read each week. Phonics screening will also take place this term. The children will have to read 40 phonics words, pass rate previously being 32… We will be practising this daily with your child. Please help your child to read each night.
P.E. Kits
P.E will continue to take place on a Wednesday and a Thursday this term. The children can come in the PE kit each day. Can you please ensure your child’s kit is labelled and that it includes: pumps, a white t-shirt, black shorts or jogging bottoms and a hoodie. We would like to remind you that if your child is in an after-school P.E. club such as gymnastics they will need to wear a full P.E. kit and bring it back for the P.E. lessons throughout the week. No jewellery or earrings are allowed or to be worn please.

Other information
Please ensure that your child has their own-labelled water bottle in school each day. Toast is payable each day at 20p a slice if required or £1:00 each week. The children can have a piece of fresh fruit if toast is not needed. Milk is ordered via the school office and payable on parent pay.
Communication
We try our best to speak either with parents and carers daily to address any concerns. As you may appreciate the start of the day is very busy, however if you have questions, we will be happy to answer you as soon as we can. Thank you once again for all your support in giving your children the best opportunities to reach their full potential. We are as a team very proud of your child.
