Any remaining children will be taken by the class teachers to take part in the event. If you are unable 
to attend, please send your child with some money in a named envelope or purse on the day for them 
to spend on the stalls and activities. Please see the prices for the stalls below. 
 

Please note that the side gate will be locked between 1:00pm and 3:15pm, if you wish to leave early 
you will need to exit through the hall. The school office will be closed for the afternoon so there 
will be no one to answer the phone or to answer queries at the window. I would therefore ask parents 
to either attend the picnic or to collect their child at the end of the school day at 3:15pm as the whole 
school will be outside on the field and there will NOT be any staff members available for you to collect 
your child at other times during the afternoon.
