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During this term, our focus is on preparing for the end of Key Stage Two SATs tests,
that will begin on Monday 13th of May. Our morning booster sessions, which run on
a Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, will begin in the week of 22nd January. If
your child attends at least 90% of the booster sessions, they will receive an addi-
tional reward once their SATs are completed.

In maths, we will be learning about ratio, algebra, percentages and decimals, as
well as measurement and statistics.

In reading, we will be focusing on the book ‘The Boy at the Back of the Class,’ by
Onjali Rauf. The children will really enjoy this book!

In English, our first piece of writing will be based on winter. The children will be able
to use their creativity to write a winter setting description before producing some
writing based on the Shakespeare play ‘Romeo and Juliet’.

In science, our new topic is electricity. This is an exciting topic where the children
will learn all about electrical circuits and will involve some practical lessons.

We are already working extremely hard, and all of the staff, who work in year six,
are very impressed— keep it up!
